Richard (Dick) Cheetham. 
 

Dick started shooting registered targets in 1992. 

From 1992 through 2005, he registered 6400 targets. 

He was a painting contractor and owned his own 

business which consumed most of his time.  
 

He proudly served his country in the U.S. Army as a 

Military Policeman in West Berlin at Checkpoint 

Charlie during the Cold War.  
 

Dick loved hunting and fishing and was a lifetime 

member of the Narragansett Gun Club where he won 

the 1989 Class C Club Championship. He was on the 

board of the NGC for over 20 years and was voted in 

as the President of the Club at one point. Dick was 

the Trap Chairman for many years. He was always 

there to help out at the trapshoots. He spent many 

hours at the RI State Shoot every year “manning” the 

handicap desk. His contributions to the sport of 

Trapshooting in Rhode Island were invaluable. He 

will be missed.

Each option played is an entry into the shoot off drawing. For example: 3 
events are shot on Friday and the shooter plays the option on all 3, they will 
have 3 entries into the drawing for the shoot off. If the shooter also plays 

the option on Saturday, they will have 4 entries into the drawing. 
 

Shooters must select and pay 
for the $10.00 option prior to 

the start of the event. 
At the end of the day’s events on Saturday May 31st, 20 qualifying participants 
names will be randomly drawn for the shoot off. You must be in attendance to 
participate in the shoot off. Please make sure to stick around and listen for 
your name to be announced. 

 

Each entry from playing the option is only good for the drawing and shoot off 
that day. Shoot off participants will shoot TWO (2) targets at each post for a 
total of ten (10) targets from the shooters A.T.A. yardage (yardage as of that 
day). Shoot off rounds will consist of ten (10) targets. Shoot off rounds will 
continue until a winner is determined. Decisions made by the shoot 
management regarding the above listed rules, or other disputes, shall be final.

GENERAL INFORMATION 
The referee’s decision is final. ATA rules will govern all events. No shooters will 
be allowed more than one trophy in any single event as stated in the ATA rule 
book. Targets will be reset only if they become illegal. The final decision as to 
whether a trap is to be reset shall be made by shoot management. 

The management reserves the right to refuse any entry, to change or cancel all 
or part of the program and adjust the traps at any time, as circumstances 
require. No changes on entry card or refunds after entry is made. Entries for All 
Events will be taken beginning Thursday, May 30th from 3:00pm to 5:00pm. 
Shooters are encouraged to enter early to avoid delays. To prevent 
unnecessary delays, please be on your proper starting trap ready to shoot. 

 

YOUR SQUAD WILL START WITHOUT YOU! 

Shooters may make up one sub-event. ALL MAKE-UP ROUNDS WILL BE SHOT 
ON THE DESIGNATED PRACTICE TRAP . THERE WILL BE NO EXCEPTIONS 
TO THIS RULE! Shooters missing more than their first sub event will be re- 
squadded by shoot management. You cannot re-squad yourself by merely 
joining another squad on the line that has an open position. If you draw 
squad positions that will not be used for an event, please see squadding 
personnel to release those positions. This allows us to fill holes in open 
squads. 

 

Practice will be open from 12:00-dusk on Thursday, May 29th. 
 

Banks will not be rotated. Events 1,2,3, & 5 will be shot on fields 1, 2, 3, 4, 

5, 6, 7, & 8. All 100 targets on the same field. 
Events 4 & 6 will be shot on a 2-field bank system. Bank 1 (fields 1 & 2), 
Bank 2 (fields 3 & 4), Bank 3 (fields 5 & 6), Bank 4 (fields 7 & 8). 50 targets 
on each field. 

 

CASHIER’S OFFICE: The cashier’s office will be open Thursday, May 29th from 
3:00 – 5:00pm; Friday and Saturday, May 30th and 31st from 7:30am to 5:00pm. 
Sunday June 1st from 8:30am – 3:00pm. We will accept cash, checks or credit 
cards. There will be a 4% fee for all Credit Card Transactions. Payout winnings 
can be picked up after 11:30 on Saturday and Sunday. Sunday payoffs will be 
by check and mailed. 

 

CAMPING: There will be camping available with electric only!!! There will  
not be water hookups.

Non-resident shooters are eligible for open added 

money and trophies by paying for targets and fees. 

All ATA/AIM Juniors and Sub Juniors may shoot discounted 
targets on Saturday and Sunday provided they do not enter any 
options or purses. They must sign up for AIM prior to Saturday, 
May 31, 2025. These Jr's and Sub Jr's will also pay a reduced 
Daily fee for Saturday and Sunday.

CLASSIFICATION & PENALTY RULES FORTHE STATE CHAMPIONSHIPS 

SINGLES: 700 Registered Targets requiredon present and previous year 
cards, combined, or shooter shall be placed in Class “B” or higher. 

Classificationwill be based on known ability and last 700Targets or total Average, 
whichever is higher. 

JUNIORS & SUB JUNIORS: that have not met the 700 target Requirement are 
eligible for their category trophy ONLY. 

THERE WILL BE NO PENALTY YARDAGE FOR ANYONE 65 OR OLDER. 

HANDICAP : 700 TARGETS For current and previous target year or shooter shall be 
placed on the 23-yard line or 2yds above their current yardage, whichever is greater. (e. 
g., a 24yd shooter with insufficient targets will shoot from the 25-yard line–a 20yd 
shooter with insufficient targets will shoot from the 23-yard line.) 

DOUBLES: 500 targets registered on this, and the previous year 

cards combined, or shooter shall be placed in Class B or higher. 

All target requirementsare to be met prior to May 30, 2025. 

It is the Shooter’s responsibility to check his/her scores on the scoreboard as well as the 
score sheets. No changes will be made once the purses and options are figured out. 

High all around based on shooter’s Event 4 classification. 

Ties from Friday’s singles and doubles will carry over to Saturday and Sunday’s 

like events. The Handicap events will be shot off Friday and Sunday. 

Shooters with wins or ties in events 1 or 3 are subject toclassification reviews. 

A.T.A. 5 Class System Singles 
AA-97% & over C-88%&under91% 

A-94% & under 97%  D-Under 88% 

B-91%& under 94% 

A.T.A. 5 Class System Doubles 
AA-93% & over C-78%&under85% 
A- 89% & under 93% D- under 78% 
B-85% and under 89% 

In compliance with A.T.A. rules, all RI shooters are required to be Members of the 
RITA. Only RITA Members are eligible for resident Trophies and added money. 
Non - Resident shooters are eligible for open added money and trophies by paying 
for targets and fees. 

All Ladies, Sub-Jrs, Jrs, Jr-Golds, Sub-Vets, Vets, Sr-Vets, must declare their special 

category at the time of classification in any registered tournament if they wish to 

compete as a category shooter. Without such declaration, the contestant will not be 

allowed to compete for the applicable category trophy. No contestant will be allowed to 

declare or change a special declaration after firing his/her first shot. If a classification 

error is discovered BEFORE the close of an event, the error shall be corrected for that 

event and all subsequent events. If an error is discovered AFTER an event is closed, all 

corrections shall be made for subsequent events only. In either case, all previous events 

the shooter shot in will be in the “Open Category”. Either case may or may not affect the 

shooters’ eligibility for the HOA and HAA, depending on when the error was corrected. 

ATA Delegate and RITA President will act as a committee to rule on disputes.
